GENERAL POWER TOOL
SAFETY WARNINGS

WARNING Read all safety warnings,
instructions, illustrations and
specifications provided with this power tool.
Failure to follow all instructions listed below may
result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.
Save all warnings and instructions for future
reference.
The term “power tool” in the warnings refers
to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or
battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

1) Work area safety

a) Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered
or dark areas invite accidents.

b) Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power
tools create sparks which may ignite the dust
or fumes.

c) Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can
cause you to lose control.

2) Electrical safety

a) Power tool plugs must match the outlet.

Never modify the plug in any way. Do

not use any adapter plugs with earthed

(grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs

and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric

shock.

Avoid hody contact with earthed or

grounded surfaces, such as pipes,

radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There
is an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

c) Do not expose power tools to rain or wet
conditions. Water entering a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

d) Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord
for carrying, pulling or unplugging the
power tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil,
sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or
entangled cords increase the risk of electric
shock.

e) When operating a power tool outdoors, use
an extension cord suitable for outdoor use.
Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces
the risk of electric shock.

f) If operating a power tool in a damp location
is unavoidable, use a residual current

-

device (RCD) protected supply. Use of an
RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.

3) Personal safety

a) Stay alert, watch what you are doing and
use common sense when operating a
power tool. Do not use a power tool while
you are tired or under the influence of
drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment of
inattention while operating power tools may
result in serious personal injury.

b) Use personal protective equipment. Always
wear eye protection. Protective equipment
such as dust mask, non-skid safety shoes,
hard hat, or hearing protection used for
appropriate conditions will reduce personal
injuries.

c) Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure

the switch is in the off-position before

connecting to power source and/or battery
pack, picking up or carrying the tool.

Carrying power tools with your finger on the

switch or energising power tools that have the

switch on invites accidents.

Remove any adjusting key or wrench

before turning the power tool on. A wrench

or a key left attached to a rotating part of the
power tool may result in personal injury.

e) Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unexpected
situations.

f) Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing

or jewellery. Keep your hair and clothing

away from moving parts. Loose clothes,
jewellery or long hair can be caught in moving
parts.

If devices are provided for the connection

of dust extraction and collection facilities,

ensure these are connected and properly
used. Use of dust collection can reduce dust-
related hazards.

Do not let familiarity gained from

frequent use of tools allow you to become

complacent and ignore tool safety
principles. A careless action can cause
severe injury within a fraction of a second.

4) Power tool use and care

a) Do not force the power tool. Use the correct
power tool for your application. The correct
power tool will do the job better and safer at
the rate for which it was designed.

b) Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power tool
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c)

that cannot be controlled with the switch is
dangerous and must be repaired.
Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or remove the battery pack,

if detachable, from the power tool before
making any adjustments, changing
accessories, or storing power tools. Such
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of
starting the power tool accidentally.

d) Store idle power tools out of the reach

of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

Maintain power tools and accessories.
Check for misalignment or binding of
moving parts, breakage of parts and

any other condition that may affect the
power tool's operation. If damaged, have
the power tool repaired before use. Many
accidents are caused by poorly maintained
power tools.

Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly
maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting
edges are less likely to bind and are easier to
control.

Use the power tool, accessories and

tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to

be performed. Use of the power tool for
operations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

h) Keep handles and grasping surfaces dry,

clean and free from oil and grease. Slippery
handles and grasping surfaces do not allow
for safe handling and control of the tool in
unexpected situations.

Service

Have your power tool serviced by a
qualified repair person using only identical
replacement parts. This will ensure that the
safety of the power tool is maintained.

JIG SAW SAFETY WARNINGS

Hold jig saw by insulated gripping
surfaces, when performing an operation
where the cutting accessory may contact
hidden wiring or its own cord. Cutting
accessory contacting a “live” wire may make
exposed metal parts of the power tool “live”

and could give the operator an electric shock.

Use clamps or another practical way to
secure and support the workpiece to a
stable platform. Holding the workpiece by
hand or against your body leaves it unstable
and may lead to loss of control.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: Before using the tool, read the instruction
book carefully.

INTENDED USE

This machine can be used for cutting wood, plastic,
metal and building materials when it is fixed to the
workpiece. This machine is suitable for straight and
curved cutting, with a bevel angle of 45 degree. Please
use the saw blade recommended by our company.

INSTALLATION

Install the saw blade (see Fig. A1)

Caution:
*Remove all debris and foreign objects attached to the
saw blade and/or blade holder. Otherwise, the saw blade
may not be fastened enough, which may cause serious
personal injury.

*Do not touch the saw blade or workpiece immediately
after operation, because they may be very hot and cause
skin burns.

*Be sure to tighten the saw blade before cleaning.
Otherwise, it may cause serious personal injury.

*Be careful not to touch the blade edge or the sharp end
of the workpiece with your fingers when taking out the
saw blade, in order to avoid injury.

Make sure that the saw blade holder is in the released
position before installing the saw blade.

When installing the saw blade, insert the saw blade into
the saw blade holder (with the blade facing forward) until it
is locked. The saw blade can be directly moved to a fixed
position by itself, thus locking the saw blade. Pull the saw
blade gently to ensure that it does not fall during operation.
Note: Make sure that the saw blade is installed in place.
The indicator line on the saw blade needs to be completely
inserted into the quick chuck of saw blade.

Remove the saw blade (see Fig. A2)
Note: Hold the saw blade with one hand when
removing the saw blade.

Operation

Adjust the speed (see Fig. B)

Speed adjusting knob (speed adjusting dial)

The tool speed can be adjusted by turning the speed
adjusting dial.

Gear position: 1-6 Speed: Slow -Fast

gear 1-4 Suitable for cutting plastic

Tool lift function (for switching the cutting
operation) (see Fig. C)

This tool can be used for the cutting operations that are
performed along track or in straight line (up and down).
The saw blade pierces into the workpiece forward in the
cutting stroke when the cutting operation is performed
along the track, which greatly increases the cutting
speed.

Only turn the tool lift control knob to the position of the
desired cutting operation in order to change the cutting
operation.

Refer to the following table to select the correct
cutting operation.

Turn on/off (see Fig. D)

Continuous operation (see Fig. D):

Press the switch trigger to the end and then press the
self-locking knob. The machine can be started all the
time when the switch trigger is in the state of Lock on
at this time. If you need to stop the machine, press the
switch trigger again.

Straight cutting and curve cutting (see Fig. E1,
E2)

Bevel cutting (see Fig. F, G)
Note: Please remove the dust suction pipe before
adjusting the base plate.

You can make bevel cutting at any angle between 0°and
45° (on the left or right) after the base is tilted.

If you want to tilt the base, loosen the bolts on the back of
the base with a hex wrench, and move the base until the
bolts are in the center of the chute on the base.
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Note: The V-shaped groove on the gearbox is marked with
a scale, which can measure the angle of bevel cutting. The
base plate can be rotated to the required position accord-
ing to the scale. Then tighten the bolts for the base. Make
sure that the saw blade is fixed between the guide wheels.

Insertion cutting (see Fig. H)

Lift the rear end of the base, and place the tip of the saw
blade located at the front end of the base above the
workpiece surface.

Hold the tool firmly to ensure that the front end of the
base does not move when you start the tool and slowly
lower the rear end of the tool.

Slowly lower the tool base, and place the base on the
workpiece surface after the saw blade passes through
the workpiece.

Then the whole cutting process is finished in a standard
method.

Install the dust suction pipe (see Fig. I)
Note: Insert the adapter pipe of dust suction pipe into
the hole on the base.

MAINTENANCE

Remove the plug from the socket before
carrying out any adjustment, servicing or
maintenance.

Your power tool requires no additional lubrication or
maintenance.

There are no user serviceable parts in your power

tool. Never use water or chemical cleaners to clean
your power tool. Wipe clean with a dry cloth. Always
store your power tool in a dry place. Keep the motor
ventilation slots clean. Keep all working controls free
of dust. Occasionally you may see sparks through the
ventilation slots. This is normal and will not damage your
power tool.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by
the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified

persons in order to avoid a hazard.
